On a sunny day in clear water at
noon the orange light waves disappea
at 45 feet.

The orange lure will trigger slightly
less strikes than red under well-lit
conditions but does have a larger
window of true effectiveness.

Green is the 4th colour to be filtered
out. On a sunny day in clear water at
noon the red light waves disappear at
110 feet.

The red lure for this reason is most
effective in and around this time and
condition. In the morning and evening
when light is not penetrating as deep
into the water there are better choices

Blue is the last colour to be filtered o
On a sunny day in clear water at noon
the blue light waves disappear at 180
feet.

The blue lure for this reason is most
effective when used in low light
conditions such as morning or evening|
and cloudy days.
